Used to be the MN Fish and Wildlife Employees Association, but has 

recently reorganized with a broader focus. 

 

2010 Midwest Fish and Wildlife Conference – will be in Minneapolis, MN and the planning 

committee has asked for our help.  Several ideas discussed including having a booth with our 

display and shirts for sale, sponsoring a student social, helping with paper/poster judging, 

http://www.dnr.state.mn.us/fish_wildlife/wildlife/mac/index.html
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sponsoring a major raffle item, etc.  Moriarty will attend their next planning meeting to represent 

the board and ask further questions.  Also discussion about whether this meeting could preclude 

having our annual meeting, but some concern about the lost revenue to the chapter. 

 

Lessard-Sams Outdoor Heritage Council – recently held “Conservation Professionals and Public 

Input Meetings” which several board members attended.  Much discussion about the lack of field 

professionals there, that the process was much too short to achieve their goals, that there was no 

advance warning for the kind of information they would need during the meeting.  They would 

be well served to have a technical panel to help review proposals.

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Regional Reports 
 

Region 1 – Mike Zicus  

Crookston area. The Crookston Wildlife Office completed 18 

prescribed burns this spring totaling a little more than 1,200 

acres.  Their crew conducted some early June burns this year 

which produced excellent responses from warm season native 

plants.  They were also able to complete 3 priority native 

grassland plantings in May and June.  These 3 totaled about 100 

acres and will improve these former tame grassland sites.  A 

very cool June appears to have hurt prairie grouse production, 

but small broods are now being observed.  Canada geese appear 

to have had an excellent production year.  There has been a 

substantial movement of sandhill cranes into Polk County in 

recent weeks with groups of >50 observed feeding in wet 

prairies throughout the county.  The office has been busy 

treating weed infestations.  This issue continues to become a greater concern each year.  Wild 

parsnip is now making some head-way into Polk County, and spotted knapweed and tansy are 

quickly moving across the landscape.  Personnel have been working with Monika Chandler of 

the MN Dept of Agriculture to collect flower head and root weevils to release on 2 sites where 

knapweed was long-established when new tracts of land were acquired as Wildlife Management 

Areas.  The prolonged, cool spring greatly favored 2 non-native legumes this year, crown vetch 

and bird's foot trefoil.  Bird's-foot trefoil seems to be more aggressive in recent years than it has 

been in the past.  The Crookston Office is participating in an effort to form a cooperative weed 

control program in the county.  

Red Lake WMA.  Staff was busy with a number of projects this past spring and summer.  Forty 

acres of openings along the Hogsback, Perimeter, and Nehiem forest roads were burned this 

spring.  Additional fall burns are planned for some brushlands in hopes of setting back willow.  

A jackpine slash burn is also planned this fall or next spring near the headquarters to reduce 

timber harvest slash and rejuvenate blueberries.  Seventy acres were mowed at the burn area 

along Dick‟s Parkway to control brush.  Openings along the Winner forest road are being mowed 

and plans are to mow along the Elkwood and Stotts roads.  All the hunter walking trails are now 

ready for the grouse season.  The access road into the Dam 2 area was improved by placing rock 

in a wet spot.  Water flowage through a sedge meadow was also restored by installing a culvert 

under the road and plugging a ditch.   Access to the old Schilling Town Site will also be 

improved by placing fabric and gravel on the ditch grade.  This ditch grade is 11 miles northeast 

of Fourtown.  Eighty Warroad 1
st
 graders were here for a Natural Resource day.  DNR staff 

taught them about Norris Camp, aquatic ecology, woods safety, and tree identification.  

Agassiz National Wildlife Refuge.  Staff was busy burning as this newsletter was being prepared.  

If all goes well, they will have completed 6,400 acres of summer burns in 6 units.  A MCC crew 

has been hand spraying reed canary grass in the Aggassiz Wilderness Area.  Greg and Lynda 

Knutsen held the 1st of what are intended to be annual Youth Hunter Workshops on August 22.  
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Attendance was good.  As part of the USFWS Climate Change Action Plan, an Eastern Water 

Work Group was formed to select two refuges and one hatchery in the Eastern U.S. where water 

will be a key vulnerability.  Questionnaires were distributed to select refuges in Region 3, 4 and 

5.  Based on the answers to these questionnaires, regional reviews, and subsequent scoring the 

Eastern Water Team selected Agassiz NWR and Cahaba River NWR in Alabama as the top two 

refuges.  Neosho National Fish Hatchery in Missouri was chosen as the top hatchery from the 

Eastern Regions to be recommended in the team's final report to the Director. 

Personnel changes.  The Division of Ecological Resources hired Nathan Kestner as a new 

regional environmental assessment ecologist.  Nathan comes to Ecological Resources from a 

private engineering firm. 

Region 2 – Nancy Gellerman 
 

Moose Herd Health Assessment – Erika Butler & Michelle Carstenson, DNR Wildlife Health 

The Moose Herd Health Assessment Project will continue again this fall by screening hunter-

harvested moose for a variety of diseases and parasites. The results of the 2007-2008 assessment 

showed some moose tested positive for eastern equine encephalitis, West Nile Virus, malignant 

catarrhal fever, Neospora, anaplasmosis, bovine herpes virus 1, bovine viral diarrhea virus 1 & 2, 

Leptospira sp., & parainfluenza virus 3. Positive exposure results may or may not indicate 

animals were ill at the time. In addition there was evidence of parasites including liver flukes & 

brainworm. A variety of fecal parasites were observed and multiple organisms were cultured 

from lung & liver samples. New for 2009, an attempt to collect entire livers from harvested 

animals in order to assess the overall health and functionality, particularly how heavily a liver is 

infested with flukes. Due to the large size of the liver, small tissue samples don‟t always reveal 

how healthy it is. A variety of other diseases came back negative for all individuals tested 

(including chronic wasting disease and bovine tuberculosis). It‟s important to note that while 

some test results are all negative, that doesn‟t necessarily mean a disease is absent from the 

population. Some illnesses cause death quickly so finding a positive result in a seemingly healthy 

animal would be rare. When possible, tissue samples collected from non-hunting moose 

mortalities allow for comparison. 

 

Prescribed Burns in Lake & St. Louis Counties – DNR Forestry & Wildlife offices  

The DNR Two Harbors Forestry office conducted a successful prescribed burn last week on a 

35-acre stand to reduce slash, reduce aspen, and seedbed site preparation. Historically it was a 

white and Norway pine stand in which birch, aspen, balsam, & spruce had been harvested more 

recently. The site will be planted with both pine species and is expected to have natural 

regeneration of paper birch and pine now that the seedbed has been prepared. A month ago DNR 

Forestry – Duluth office conducted a prescribed burn on 14 acres in a 17-acre stand that was 

heavy with slash and balsam fir regeneration. The burn was done to reduce the slash and balsam 

as well as prepare the site for seeding with jack pine, white pine, and black spruce. An adjacent 

white cedar stand is also expected to provide a seed source for the natural regeneration of cedar. 

DNR Wildlife staff from Two Harbors & Tower completed a successful 4-acre island burn in 

mid-June. The island is located on a secluded shallow lake, the purpose of the burn was to reduce 

brush and encourage vegetation growth for nesting waterfowl. All of the burns involved 

participation by both DNR Forestry and Wildlife personnel.  DNR Wildlife provided additional 
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funding for burns conducted by Forestry. Each of the burns had 85%+ success in achieving 

objectives! 

 

Wildlife Management Area Work- Rich Staffon, DNR Cloquet Wildlife office 

A parking lot, gate, and entrance sign were installed for access to the Storlie Lake WMA.  The 

lot is located on a county logging road and has a ¾ mile long walking/management access trail 

that was developed in cooperation with the Pine County Land Department.  The trail will provide 

walk-in access into this somewhat remote WMA. A new parking lot, entrance sign, and 

information kiosk was installed at Mark Lake WMA. In addition, a short walking trail segment 

with a bridge and gate was constructed which connects an exisiting ½ mile long trail over an 

easement leading into the WMA. The access easement took 5 years of negotiation and 

paperwork prior to completion, so it‟s very exciting to see the results! 

 

Finally, access development and signage has begun for the newly acquired Ricehaven WMA. 

The area is approximately 600 acres and includes a 120 acre rice lake. The lake is being managed 

as a new waterfowl refuge that will be open for wild rice harvesting and bird watching only from 

August 1 through September 14, but otherwise closed to all hunting & trespassing. The uplands 

surrounding the lake will be open for hunting small game, big game, and trapping furbearers. A 

parking lot, gate, and fence were constructed. Boundary, information, and refuge signs should be 

in place soon. This WMA is unique because the landowner has a 5-year life estate and will 

continue to live there until the fall of 2013. 

 

Region 3 – Beau Liddell  
  

Sauk Rapids Area Wildlife Office – Fred Bengtson 

 

Precipitation has finally caught up in the area.  Pheasants seem to be doing well, especially in 

Wright County.  Turkey populations continue to increase, and hunting permits continue to 

increase as well.  Currently, we are working on several WMA and WPA additions in 

collaboration with USFWS, PF, and DU through LSOHC funding.  The increased workload 

associated with increased acquisition is of some concern, particularly regarding public sector 

workload, and being able to accomplish existing work.  Staff completed a couple of wildlife lake 

designations, and the work on restoration of Pelican Lake continues, including water level 

management initiative.  Routine WMA maintenance continues to keep staff busy as usual. 

 

Little Falls Area Wildlife Office – Beau Liddell 

 

Late phenology in terms of wetland and grassland plant growth, as well as a late hatch for some 

birds.  Rice stands were significantly shorter than normal and behind schedule, but seem to have 

caught up during late-August, as did warm season prairie grasses.  Cool temperatures seem to 

have had some effect on size of pheasant, turkey, and duck broods in particular.  Our local goose 

production seems to be an exception to this however, with a strong hatch and an increase in 

goose complaints. 

 

Routine habitat enhancement and maintenance projects on area-wide WMAs is keeping our 

office very busy, particularly activities associated with grassland management, wetland habitat 
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maintenance, and facility maintenance.  Invasive species continue to be a growing problem 

throughout our work area, with notable increases in spotted knapweed.  In addition, control of 

invasive woody vegetation into open grasslands is a growing workload this time of year. 

 

Beaver control and complaints seem to be on the rise in our area, perhaps due to reduced 

trapping last fall-winter.  Wild rice surveys and enhancement activities in collaboration with 

Ducks Unlimited, continues on 6 basins totaling more than 2,300 acres in Morrison and Todd 

Counties. 

 

We are collaborating with Pheasants Forever on acquisitions of two new WMAs in Todd and 

Benton Counties through LSOHC funding.  Workload on horizon associated with LSOHC is a 

growing concern considering current staffing and workload constraints. 

 

During mid-September a consortium of conservation groups and agencies will be meeting at 

Sherburne National Wildlife Refuge to discuss formation of a partnership that will focus on 

habitat and conservation issues in the Anoka Sand Plain subsection. 

 

Camp Ripley Fisher Project Update – Lucas Wandrie & Bill Faber 

 

We successfully captured and radio-collared three fishers (2M:1F) during the 2008-09 trapping 

season, and one female fisher during the 2007-08 season.  Calculated home range size for 

females ranged from 3.43 to 5.6 km
2
, with territories established within 7 km of Camp Ripley. 

 

It has proven difficult to find radio locations on the males.  One died two months after being 

fitted with a transmitter and was only located once prior to his death.   We believe based on 

anecdotal evidence that he traveled >100 linear kilometers in the two months before we found 

him in Camp Ripley.  Necropsy results indicate he died of natural causes. This was likely the 

result of the onset of the breeding season, as Male fisher will travel great distances in the search 

for multiple mates. 

 

We will use home-range data and overlay it onto Camp Ripley‟s light detection and ranging 

information (Lidar) to determine habitat use within each home range.  This will allow us to gain 

insight on structural characteristics that fisher select for. 

 

We have gathered some interesting information on the habits of fisher.  Two fisher (1M & 1F) 

crossed major rivers, the Mississippi and Crow Wing, respectively.   The female crossed open 

water and the male crossed both frozen and open water, therefore it appears major rivers are not 

barriers to the movements of fisher.  Live trapping efforts will resume in September for the 

2009-10 season. 

 

Winter Wild Turkey Food Habits Research Update – Eric Dunton 

 

The purpose of this study was to compare diet selection and body condition of eastern wild 

turkeys in agricultural versus forested areas on the northern fringe of their range in Minnesota. 

During winter 2009, 7 turkeys were collected in forested habitat and 24 in agricultural habitats. 

Adult females in forested habitats had 32% less body weight, 72% less total body fat, and were 
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assigned to lower body condition classes than adult females from agricultural habitats. Forested 

turkeys' diets consisted of a mixture of high energy (acorns) and low energy (grass, smooth rose, 

leaf litter) food items, while diets of turkeys located in agricultural habitats consisted primarily 

of high energy (corn) food items.  This study will be continued for 1 more field season.

Region 4 – Molly Tranel   

 

Appleton Area DNR Wildlife Office was integrated with the Lac qui Parle Area Wildlife Office.  

They are now both located at Lac qui Parle Headquarters.   

 

Morris Wetland Management District (WMD) reported staff changes.  Frank Durbian is the new 

Deputy Project Leader for the District.  Frank comes from Squaw Creek National Wildlife 

Refuge (NWR) in Missouri.  Steve Delehanty, former Project Leader, is leaving for Alaska 

Maritime NWR.  Additionally, Wayne Henderson, Enforcement Biologist, moved to Kulm 

WMD, North Dakota.   

 

The Windom WMD also reported staff changes.  Mark Vaniman, District Manager for last five 

years is transferring to the Seney NWR in Michigan.  Todd Hauge will be acting manager until a 

selection is made for the new manager, which is expected early in September. Scott Ralston, 

formerly of Devils Lake, North Dakota arrived in April to fill the Private Lands Biologist 

position vacated by Gerry Shimek. Also, Tammy Johnson was selected to fill the new Lead 

Range Technician position in June.  

 

Windom WMD also closed on 80 acres in Freeborn County for Goose Creek Waterfowl 

Production Area (WPA) has a signed agreement in place to purchase 154 acres in Jackson 

County, and 40 Acres in Cottonwood County.   A land exchange was completed with the Jackson 

County Trail Board to aid in completion of a paved hiking/biking trail along the Jerry Schotzko 

WPA.  This trail connects Jackson County with trails in Iowa that go all the way to Spirit Lake.  

The trail was dedicated in July and interpretive panels are currently being developed.  They are

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Moose advisory committee 

The Moose Advisory Committee, which was established by the Department of Natural 

Resources as directed by the State Legislature, developed a series of recommendations in August 

in response to the population decline of moose in Minnesota. Some of these recommendations 

include: 

 Raise public awareness of impacts to moose as well as mitigation strategies through 

vigorous outreach and education.  

 Provide research to develop the best habitat management practices & increase 

understanding of the factors affecting moose populations. 

 Continue moose hunting while closely monitoring harvest and population indices; closing 

seasons if necessary. 

 Manage white-tailed deer at low densities in the moose range to reduce potential for 

parasite transfer to moose. 

 Enhance future availability of wetlands and other habitats that protect moose from heat 

stress. 

 Designate the moose as a Species of Special Concern (only a narrow majority voted for 

this designation).

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Report from the north central section 

(NCS) Representative to TWS Council 

 

Council and senior staff met July 20-22 at the Max McGraw Wildlife Foundation in Dundee to 

review the recently approved strategic plan for TWS. The purpose of our meeting was to review 

the accomplishments to-date and prioritize the objectives within the plan.  The plan includes 9 

programmatic goals in the areas of: 

 

 Wildlife management and conservation; 

 Government affairs and partnerships; 

 Publishing and information resources; 

 Meetings; 

 Membership recruitment and retention; 

 Professional development, certification and ethics; 

 Public affairs and education; 

 Marketing and development; 

 Administration and finance.  

 

Under these goals, we have 31 specific objectives and 184 strategies to carry them out.  We 

concentrated on re-evaluating and prioritizing those 31 objectives. Some of the challenging 

questions we faced included: 

 

 What role should TWS play in international affairs?  

 How can we organize TWS staff to better serve members?  

 What new publications are needed to serve member‟s information needs?  

 What new information technologies can we use to advance scientific wildlife knowledge?  

 How can we more effectively promote the use of wildlife science in public policy 

decisions?  

 

At the national meeting in Monterey in September, Council will review a plan from TWS staff to 

implement the objectives in the context of the human and financial resources that we have 

available.  I look forward to that discussion. 

 

I really enjoyed the opportunity to meet with senior staff and my fellow council members in 

Illinois.  It was a great meeting and I think we accomplished a lot.  Stay tuned as we continue to 

move TWS forward in what I believe to be a positive direction.   

 

Approval of a Lead Position Statement 

Council also approved a final lead position statement at the Max McGraw meeting, based on the 

information contained in the Lead Technical Review (Sources and Implications of Lead 

Ammunition and Fishing Tackle on Natural Resources) and incorporating comments from the 

draft position statement that had been out for member review.  You can read that position 

statement by visiting the TWS website:

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Societies Team up to Address Federal Employee Participation in Professional Societies 
TWS teamed with six other professional societies to request a meeting with John Holdren, Director of the 

Executive Office of Science and Technology Policy, to discuss solutions to the limitations on federal 

employees participation in non-governmental organizations. Many federal agencies prohibit employees 

from participating in professional and scientific organizations or create conditions that virtually make it 

impossible to serve on the boards of these groups, based on inconsistent and possibly incorrect 

interpretation of federal conflict of interest rules. The objective of the meeting with Director Holdren is to 

discuss the possibility of developing a government-wide set of standards to guide federal employee 

participation on the boards of scientific and professional societies.
